Who will be enrolled? Wisconsin Promise will enroll 2,000 youth between the ages of

14 -16 receiving SSI and their families.

What will youth and their families receive? Participants will be randomly assigned to

one of two groups. 1,000 of the youth and their fan
groupo. They will be enrolled in the Division olff Vo

a variety of services, including exploration of career and educational opportunities, help
achieving educational goals and finding employment, and counseling on benefits and per-
sonal finances. The other 1,000 participants willl b
groupo and will access typically available servi|ces

extra benefits. All 2,000 families participating in the study will receive $30 in gift cards.
